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A CALL TO MISSION 
 Pope Francis has called for an Extraordinary Mission Month to be celebrated in the 
month of October throughout the world. His call is to mark the centenary of the letter 
Maximum Illud  of Pope Benedict XV which at the end of the First World War called for a 
new missionary effort that would break with European centered colonialist thought. 
 Jesus has called us to “go into the whole world and proclaim the Gospel to every 
creature” (Mk 16:15).  This is the Church’s “essential task,” in the words of the Second 
Vatican Council as the Church is “missionary by nature” and exists in order to evangelize.  
Saint John Paul II stated that “the mission of Christ … entrusted to the Church, is still 
very far from completion,” and stated, “we must commit ourselves wholeheartedly to its 
service.” He also called for a “renewed missionary commitment”.  
 While this concerns the whole Church, it has much relevance for us here in Killes-
ter. Pope John Paul pointed out that that missionary activity “renews the Church, revital-
izes faith and Christian identity, and offers fresh enthusiasm and new incentive.” He also 
said that faith is strengthened when it is given to others!   
 Pope Francis has written, “today missionary activity still represents the greatest 
challenge for the Church” and has said, “Mere administration” can no longer be enough.  
Throughout the world, let us be ‘permanently in a state of mission.’  Let us not fear to 
undertake, with trust in God and great courage, and for the Church to focus on the 
evangelization of today’s world rather than for her self-preservation. 
 Recent statistics from the 2016  Census of Population carried out in 2016 indicates 
that a significant section of the population in our Diocese indicated that they did not 
have belief in God. In some cases the figure is over 25%. In the area of Killester Parish 
the census figures indicated that about 17% of the population gave the same answer to 
the question of religious affiliation.  
 The figures are a real challenge to us here in Killester. As Christians we feel privi-
leged to know the love of God and feel moved to share that love with others. Perhaps 
the only Gospel message others will ever read is the message we communicate with our 
lives. 
 This year we wish to explore new approaches here in Killester. We certainly do not 
wish to wait until the month of October to take new initiatives. I invite all to reflect of 
this challenge and to share their thoughts with us in the parish. We may be beginning 
with just small initiatives. Let us trust in small steps to lead us towards a new enthusi-
asm and creativity. Let us beg that God may change our hearts from indifference to con-
cern, from self-concern to a courageous outreach.   Fr. Liam
